1. Course syllabus and materials.


I should have our course syllabus up on our ClaraNet page by the end of this week (May 9). Then click on “Main Index to Course Materials and Departmental Information,” then on “Course Reserves Pages by Instructor,” then “select instructor” and click on “Abriel.”   Our course will be entitled “Refugee Law: Sydney 2011.”  (It’s not up quite yet, but should be up by the end of this week.)
